	Distribution of Post Pre-Admission Screening and Resident Review (PASRR) Level II Follow-up Meeting Packets

	PURPOSE:
	To inform the DDA PASRR Team of the requirement for documenting distribution of documents used in PASRR Level II Follow-up Meeting (PASRR Follow-ups).

	BACKGROUND:
	On January 9, 2017, DSHS and Health Care Authority reached a final settlement agreement in Dunakin vs Lashway and Teeter.  As part of the reporting requirements agreed to in the settlement, DSHS will provide information about the timely distribution of PASRR follow-up meeting packets.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The agreement states that DDA “will include in its quarterly reports information about the percentage of Post-PASRR Level II documentation provided with planned action notice within thirty calendar days of Post PASRR Level II meeting.  If the documentation is mailed, the date it is provided will be the date it is placed in the mail.  This outcome shall be considered met when three (3) consecutive quarterly reports demonstrate compliance at 90% or higher.”

	ACTION:
	Effective immediately:

· Prior to the PASRR Follow-up Meeting, PASRR Assessors must compile service plans or other relevant documents, including Level IIs, any completed professional evaluations, the nursing facility care plan, and any service plans created by specialized service providers.
· PASRR Assessors must review the compiled documents with the nursing facility (NF) resident and other participants at the PASRR Follow-up Meeting.
· Within thirty days of the PASRR Follow-up Meeting, Assessors must complete the PASRR Follow-up form and distribute the Follow-up form, all documents used in the PASRR Follow-up Meeting, and a Planned Action Notice (PAN) to the NF resident and guardian or NSA.
· The Assessor must record the distribution of the packet and the PAN in a Service Episode Record (SER) using the subject line:  PASRR Follow-up Packet and PAN sent.
