	PURPOSE:
	To clarify when an intake and eligibility case manager must send DSHS 13-905, Autistic Disorder Confirmation

Note: This bulletin supersedes D17-003 issued on March 9, 2017.

	BACKGROUND:
	Under WAC 388-823-0500 and 388-823-0510, if a person has a diagnosis of autism spectrum disorder per DSM-5 with a severity level of two or three and an FSIQ higher than one standard deviation below the mean, the person can become DDA eligible by providing evidence that they would also meet the requirements for autistic disorder 299.00 per DSM-IV TR. This evidence may be submitted using DSHS 13-905, Autistic Disorder Confirmation, or another document that provides the same information as the form.

Case managers have been uncertain if they should send the Autistic Disorder Confirmation form if there is evidence that contradicts the diagnosis of Autistic Disorder 299.00 per the DSM-IV-TR, or if there is a lack of evidence of developmental delays before age three.

Case managers have also been uncertain if they should send the Autistic Disorder Confirmation form if the applicant’s file has a diagnosis of Autism Spectrum Disorder per the DSM-5, an FSIQ one standard deviation below the mean or higher, and evidence of Autistic Disorder 299.00 per the DSM-IV-TR.

	
WHAT’S NEW, CHANGED OR CLARIFIED:
	The Autistic Disorder Confirmation form now includes a cover letter and is available on the Electronic DSHS Forms website. 




A case manager must send the Autistic Disorder Confirmation form if:

· The applicant provides evidence of autism spectrum disorder 299.00 per DSM-5 with a severity level of two or three in both columns of the severity level scale; 

· The FSIQ evidence used for the determination is one standard deviation below the mean or higher; or

· An applicant, representative, or an interested person requests the Autistic Disorder Confirmation form. 

Unless the form is requested, a case manager does not need to send the Autistic Disorder Confirmation form to the applicant if there is:

· Evidence the person would not meet the criteria of autistic disorder 299.00 per the DSM-IV-TR; 

· No evidence of developmental delays before age three; or

· Sufficient evidence in the applicant’s file to support eligibility under the criteria of autistic disorder 299.00 per the DSM-IV-TR.
