	Referrals to Children’s Crisis Stabilization Services 

	PURPOSE:
	To suspend referrals to Children’s Crisis Stabilization Services (CCSS) until further notice

	BACKGROUND:
	CCSS provides short-term services for children in crisis. The landlord who owns the home where CCSS is provided has sold the home and DDA must vacate the home by October 31, 2019. 
DDA is working with Lands and Buildings to establish a new home to operate the CCSS program. 

	WHAT’S NEW, CHANGED, OR CLARIFIED:
	Starting September 1, 2019, DDA is not accepting any referrals for CCSS until further notice. 

	ACTION:
	Case managers should talk to the regional leadership (Regional Administrator, Deputy Regional Administrator, and Field Services Administrator) to find appropriate alternatives when children living with their families are in crisis due to the acuity of the child’s support needs. 

CCSS may be able to continue to offer professional services, such as those provided by a Board Certified Behavior Analyst (BCBA). Case managers should work with regional leadership if this type of consultation is needed. The regional leadership will work with the Children’s Residential Services Program Manager or designee, for all such requests.
