	Referring Clients Living in Institutional Settings to Roads to Community Living

	PURPOSE:
	To provide guidance to field services staff regarding Roads to Community Living enrollment and qualified institutional settings

	BACKGROUND:
	Roads to Community Living (RCL) is a demonstration project funded by a "Money Follows the Person" grant originally authorized under section 6071 of the Deficit Reduction Act of 2005 (P.L. 109-171) and expanded through the Affordable Care Act of 2010. 

RCL is designed to provide services and supports that help individuals move from institutional settings into the community if they wish to do so.

Funding for RCL services currently runs through December 31, 2021. Funding for the grant is approved on an annual basis.

To be eligible for RCL, a person must:

· Want to move from the institutional setting; 

· Have a continuous 90-day or longer stay in a qualified institutional setting as defined by the Money Follows the Person grant;  

· Receive Medicaid-paid inpatient services immediately prior to discharge (meet financial eligibility requirements); and

· Intend to move to a qualified community setting (e.g., home, apartment, or a licensed residential setting with four or fewer unrelated individuals).

	WHAT’S NEW, CHANGED, OR CLARIFIED:
	Qualified institutional settings include:

· Community hospitals; 

· Nursing homes;

· Residential Habilitation Centers;

· Intermediate Care Facilities for Individuals with Intellectual Disabilities; 

· Children’s long term inpatient residential placements; and 

· A state psychiatric hospital if the person is younger than age 22 or 65 or older.

	ACTION:
	Field services staff must refer DDA clients who have been in a community hospital or other qualified institutional setting for 90 consecutive days or longer to a Regional RCL Case Manager for possible RCL enrollment.
