	SUBJECT:
	COMPLETING THE DDA ASSESSMENT FOR ROADS TO COMMUNITY LIVING CLIENTS IN INSTITUTIONAL SETTINGS

	PURPOSE:
	This management bulletin provides guidance to Field Services staff for the completion of DDA Assessments for Roads to Community Living (RCL) enrolled administration clients residing in institutional placements (hospitals, Residential Habilitation Centers, skilled nursing facilities, private Intermediate Care Facilities for Individuals with Intellectual Disabilities and children’s long-term inpatient program residential placements.)

NOTE:  This bulletin supersedes D12-008 issued June 1, 2008.

	BACKGROUND:
	· The Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS) rules prohibit individuals who are enrolled on a Home and Community Based Services (HCBS) Waiver from receiving both institutional and community-based services at the same time.

· In contrast to waiver enrolled individuals, participants on the RCL grant may receive any service available in the RCL service package (with the exception of residential services) while they are residing in an institutional setting.

· RCL is a demonstration project, funded by a "Money Follows the Person" grant originally authorized under section 6071 of the Deficit Reduction Act of 2005 (P.L. 109-171) and expanded through the Affordable Care Act of 2010.  It is designed to provide services and supports which help individuals move from institutional settings into the community if they wish to do so.

To be eligible, participants must:

· Have a continuous 90 day or longer stay in a qualified institutional setting (hospital, nursing home, Residential Habilitation Center, Intermediate Care Facilities for Individuals with Intellectual Disabilities, children’s long term inpatient residential placements);

· Receive Medicaid-paid inpatient services immediately prior to discharge; and

· Intend to move to a qualified community setting (home, apartment, or a licensed residential setting with four (4) or fewer unrelated individuals).

· For DDA clients currently at a state psychiatric hospital, only those younger than age 22 or 65 or older are eligible for RCL enrollment.

	WHAT’S NEW, CHANGED, OR CLARIFIED
	· In order for RCL grant participants to receive the services that are available to them (i.e., any service except for residential that is in the RCL service package) while they reside in an institutional setting, the participant must have a current annual assessment and Individual Support Plan (ISP).  Services cannot be authorized through ProviderOne unless/until they are included in the client’s ISP.

· The provision of RCL services prior to identifying a discharge date from the institution is a key component of the RCL grant.  This makes it possible for RCL participants to receive services and supports necessary to facilitate a thoughtful and deliberate transition into a stable community placement.

	ACTION:
	Field Services staff will continue the following procedures:

As new clients residing in institutional settings are enrolled in the RCL grant, the following will occur:

· The Regional RCL Case/Resource Manager (CRM) will enroll the client in CARE in the Client Enroll/Disenroll screen showing the enrollment date for the client.

· Central Office RCL staff, regional RCL CRM and Resource Management Administrators will work with the Field Services Administrators or their designees to ensure that these clients have CRM/SWs assigned and completed DDA assessments within 45 days of RCL enrollment.

· The CRM who does the assessment will identify RCL in the Programs Client On bucket in the Programs and Services Panel of the Support Assessment and ensure that the ISP is developed with RCL as the identified client program.
