METHODOLOGY FOR DETERMINING CASELOADS BY AAA/REGION:

Each month an SSPS COLD Report is downloaded into a spreadsheet that summarizes “clients served” by SSPS service codes and reporting units.

The report used is the SSPS 182-A:  “All Services Summary.”  These reports are available by accessing ”COLD, Cascade, Responsibility-Wide, Monthly Authorizations, SSPS 182-A.”  The column of data retrieved is “Total Clients Served.”  Using a SQL program, this information is loaded into the spreadsheet and grouped into service categories that roll up to in-home services, AFH, ARC, AL and PACE, and into Reporting Units that roll up to counties, AAAs, and regions.

Information is captured and reported for AAAs, HCS Offices, and total combined services.  This data is available based on the SSPS COLD reporting cycle. Authorization data is reported at the end of the month for the previous month’s authorization activity.  For example, the March 2004 report contains authorization data as it looked on the last working day of April 2004.  The March 2004 report was available in COLD on May 3, 2004. A client would be counted in the AAA’s caseload the first month there was an authorization for one or more of the service codes below in an AAA reporting unit.  A client is counted for the reporting period as long as they had an authorization open at any point during the reporting period under an AAA reporting unit.

These numbers are clients authorized.  The counts generated in this process are reported to the Caseload Forecast Council and become the basis for budget projections for service costs, administrative costs, and FTE calculations.

The in-home service counts are based on summing clients authorized in SSPS service code groups.  The following SSPS codes are included in in-home services:
