	Purpose:
	To inform staff of the termination of SSPS code 4643 and how to authorize a Medical Institution Income Exemption (MIIE) after February 1, 2004.

	Background:
	· The MIIE is an amount of a client’s income that is set aside for the client to maintain his or her residence while residing in a nursing facility or other Medicaid Medical Institution.

· This code associated with the authorization of an MIIE is one of the final remaining non-payment SSPS codes and will be terminated because it is no longer necessary.

Clarified
	Procedure for authorizing a Medical Institution Income Exemption (MIIE) after February 1, 2004:

· List the monthly expenses and calculate the exemption on the DSHS14-443;

· Place the itemized documentation and physician’s statement in the client’s service file;

· List detail of the action in the CARE SER under Activity Code “NFCM”;

· Send a copy of the 14-443 to the financial worker.

	ACTION:
	· Effective February 1, 2004, terminate use of SSPS code 4643 and use the procedure outlined above to authorize a Medical Institution Income Exemption (MIIE).
