	CHANGE IN MANUAL DEDUCTION TAKEN WHEN AUTHORIZING ADULT DAY CARE (ADC) COPES WAIVER SERVICE UNDER CARE

	Purpose:
	To inform staff of the change in the manual deduction that is to be taken when authorizing ADC services under the COPES waiver for in-home ADC eligible clients assessed in CARE.

	Background:
	When authorizing Adult Day Care services for in-home COPES clients, a manual deduction has been taken from the hours generated by the CARE tool.  Since implementation of CARE in March 2003, that deduction has been one hour for each hour of ADC authorized using the hourly code and four hours when authorizing under the ADC Daily code.

· As outlined in WAC 388-71-0704, ADC services provide personal care assistance, routine health monitoring with RN consultation, general therapeutic activities, and supervision.  COPES ADC eligibility guidelines are contained in WAC 388-71-0708.

· Many clients benefit from these additional activities and they not available when a client receives all of their in home hours through a personal care provider.  

· Conversely if the IP is not needed to provide personal care in the clients home there is no unmet need for that time period.

	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified

 
	To account for the additional services provided through ADC, a decision has been made to change the manual deduction that is taken when a client chooses to receive some or all of their care through COPES Adult Day Care waiver services.  If a client chooses to receive all of their COPES services through ADC, the ADC provider must be meeting the need that made the client eligible for COPES services.  There is no manual deduction taken for clients attending Adult Day Health (ADH) services.

Procedure:

The following manual deduction is to be taken from the CARE assessed hours when COPES adult day care services are authorized to an in-home client.

Hourly Code: Deduct ½ hour for each hour of ADC authorized.

*Daily Code: Deduct ½ for each hour the client will be attending ADC. For example, deduct 2 hours if the client will attend the center for 4 hours.

	ACTION:
	Effective immediately, use the manual deduction outlined above when a client is assessed and services are authorized under a pending CARE assessment. *

This changes is effective at the next significant change or annual assessment for any client who has services authorized under a current CARE assessment.
