	· The revised Chapter 13 outlines ADSA processes to implement Nurse Delegation in a home setting as well as the previous settings (i.e. Case transfer process for in-home delegation is new).

· Only COPES clients will be eligible for in-home delegation.  

· Implementation for DDD in-home clients will occur at a later date.
