	Purpose:
	The purpose of this MB is to explain the process for collecting data on individuals who could potentially be served by the Medically Needy In-Home Waiver.

	Background:
	ADSA has negotiated the stay of proceedings in the Townsend case which stipulates that ADSA:

· Implement the Medically Needy In-Home Waiver no later than June 1, 2004; and

· Develop a process for monitoring and assessing demand for this program.

	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified

 
	To comply with the Townsend agreement, Intake, Social Workers, Case Managers, Community Nurses, and Financial staff will: 

1. Refer any interested individuals who cannot be served under the Medically Needy In-Home Waiver to HQ.  This referral may occur at any point of the application process (i.e. intake, assessment, or financial application).

2. Consider the following potential individuals for referral.  Those who are:

· Not currently financially eligible (e.g. over income or excess resources) for the program;  

· Not eligible because their cost of care does not exceed their income;

· Eligible for the program, but choose not to access the program (e.g. person does not want to be limited to the Personal Needs Allowance).

3. Notify these individuals that someone will be following up with additional questions.

ADSA HQ will survey this population, collect data, and attempt to estimate the demand for the Medically Needy In-Home Waiver. 



	ACTION:
	Effective May 1, 2004, staff must refer individuals, who meet the above criteria, by sending an email to buckibe@dshs.wa.gov.  Please include the contact person’s name, phone number, and background for why the person cannot be served on the program in the referral.
