	SFY04 NSIP funding based on the second NSIP federal grant award received for FFY04.  According to AoA staff in Region X, this represents approximately three quarters of final FFY04 funding, so it is being applied to SFY04 for the period of October 2003 through June 2004.

	ACTION:
	· SFY04 State/Federal budget amendments for NSIP must be submitted by May 1, 2004.

· If the AAA has line item adjustments to other funding sources, they can submit an amendment incorporating them, as well as the NSIP and Title V funding (see related reference).

· AAA fiscal staff will be contacted about their preference for integrating this funding into their State/Federal contract.
