	Purpose:

Background:
	To alert case managers of the change in bed hold policy

· Passage of Substitute Senate Bill 6225 changes the amount boarding homes with Adult Residential Care (ARC), Enhanced Adult Residential Care (EARC), and Assisted Living (AL) contracts may collect from third parties after the expiration of the department paid bed or unit hold for twenty days.

· The department adopted WAC 388-105-0045 to include Adult Family Homes (AFH) in the bed hold policy.

· Previously, after the department bed hold expired, facilities could charge 85% of the average of the Medicaid rate for all residents.

	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified

 
	Policy: 

After the department paid bed or unit hold ends, the boarding home may seek third-party payment to hold a bed or unit. The third-party payment must not exceed the Medicaid daily rate paid to the facility for the resident when the facility discharged the resident to the hospital or nursing home.  

Headquarters will not process Exception to Rates (ETRs) for payment to hold a resident’s bed/unit after the 20-day bed department paid bed hold has expired.

	Information for case managers.  Case manager should provide updated information to providers if requested by letting parties know that this MB revises only the portion of MB 03-49 related to third party agreements.
