	In the 2004 Session, the Legislature passed a supplemental operating budget that included a 2.4% increase effective July 1, 2004 for AFHs, and boarding homes with ARC, EARC, and AL contracts.

Clarified

 
	Home and Community SSPS Coordinators and Field Staff will receive a Memorandum from SSPS. The following is summary of the SSPS memorandum:
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 SSPS will provide a list of service codes and the last published rate before the vendor rate increase.  When the client’s service code and the rate is the same as the one on the list and the service;
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end date is 6/30/04 or earlier, SSPS will not change the rate; or
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 begin date is 07/01/04 or earlier and the end date is 07/01/04 or later, SSPS will change the rate with an effective date of 07/01/04.
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 SSPS will send a:
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 list of the service codes with the old and new rates; 
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 Transaction List (SSPS 017), which will have all the services codes   changed; and

 new DSHS 14-159 for each client whose rate SSPS changed.

	ACTION:
	As long as the client resides in an AFH, or boarding home with an ARC, EARC, and AL contract on or after July 1, 2004, field staff should increase the rates that SSPS was unable to increase by July 21, 2004 for them to be included in the July billing process.
