	Purpose:
	To notify Home and Community and Developmental Disabilities field staff about the vendor rate increases effective October 1, 2004 for: 

(1) Agency Providers (AP) from $14.27 per hour to $ 14.93 per hour,; and 

(2) Individual Providers (IP) from $8.43 an hour to $ 8.93 per hour.


	Background:
	During the 2004 Session, the Legislature approved a vendor rate increase, effective October 1, 2004 for IP’s and AP’s.



	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified

 
	Home and Community and Developmental Disabilities SSPS Coordinators and Field Staff will receive a memorandum from SSPS. The following items will be addressed in the memorandum:

SSPS will provide a list of affected service codes and the last published rate prior to the vendor rate increase.  When the client’s service code and the rate is the same as the one on the list and the service end-date is equal to or later than October 1, 2004, SSPS will change the rate with an effective date of October 1, 2004.

SSPS will distribute a:

· Transaction List (SSPS 017) showing the transactions that processed successfully; and

· New DSHS 14-159 to document the changes that have been made.



	ACTION:
	When the rate was not successfully changed by the transaction generator, for the new rates to be included in the October billing process, case managers and social workers will need to manually enter the new IP rate of $8.93 and/or the new AP rate of $14.93 by October 21, 2004.
