	Background:
	ADSA has, over past years, offered funding to support the collaborative development of family caregiver conferences. The purpose of these conferences is to broaden outreach and training throughout the state for family and other unpaid caregivers.

The goals of the individual Family Caregiver Conferences are to:

(1) Teach caregivers practical skills that can be used in daily caregiving responsibilities;

(2) Provide current information on supportive services and resources;

(3) Offer the opportunity for emotional support and recognition of family and unpaid caregivers; and, 

(4)
Raise community awareness of caregiving issues.
These local conferences complement the Challenges in Caregiving conference, held annually in western Washington (tentatively scheduled for June 6, 2005 in the Seattle/Tacoma area).

	For the 2005 fiscal year, ADSA proposes to conduct at least four local family caregiver conferences around the state. 

ADSA will distribute a total of $7,000 for this effort.  Only AAA’s may apply. Individual AAA requests are limited up to $1,500 each. Funds must be spent by June 2005.  

	ACTION:
	AAA directors interested in receiving funds for a conference in their area must submit a completed Family Caregiver Conference Training Plan to Lynne Korte by December 1, 2004.
