	Payment for Nurse Delegation in Registered Nurse-Operated Adult Family Homes

	Purpose:
	The purpose of this management bulletin is to announce a change in payment policy for Registered Nurse (RN)-operated Adult Family Homes  (AFH).

	Background:
	In 1998, Home and Community Services (HCS) instituted payment for Nurse Delegation in RN-operated AFHs.  By late 1999, that payment policy was discontinued with the adoption of the four-level payment system.  

	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified

 
	HCS and DDD are now authorizing payment to any RN with a valid contract for Nurse Delegation, whether or not the nurse is delegating in an AFH that he/she owns.  All RNs eligible for payment must complete the Aging and Disability Services Administration (ADSA) Nurse Delegation contracting process which includes attending a six-hour orientation.  All currently contracted nurse delegators are listed at http://adsaweb.dshs.wa.gov/hcs/sua/displayACD.asp. 

	ACTION:
	Effective December 1, 2004, social workers or case/resource managers may authorize payment to RNs with a valid ND contract, using existing SSPS codes.  RNs seeking ADSA Nurse Delegation contracts should call the contact persons listed below.
