	SSPS TRANSACTION GENERATOR AND CARE SSPS AUTHORIZATION SCREEN

	Purpose:
	The purpose of this information bulletin is to inform you that the SSPS authorization screen in CARE will be automatically updated to remove the AAA as payee when the authorization is next modified.

	Background:
	On January 9, 2005, SSPS performed a transaction generator to remove AAAs as payees on open authorizations under the following SSPS codes:

· Chore, MPC, COPES and MNIW:  4221, 4521, 4583, 5257, 5283 and 5583.

· DDD MPC and Waiver:  7110, 7111, 7172, 7249, 7374, 7377, 8110, 8172, 8210, 8272, 8310 and 8372.

The transaction generator was done within the SSPS system.  When authorization information is viewed within the CARE tool, it will show the AAA as payee (line 12) because it is a historic document that is not updated when changes are made directly within the SSPS system.  When the authorization is modified within CARE, the payee information will be automatically updated to reflect the payee information that exists within SSPS.

	SSPS codes have been changed to remove the AAA as payee from home care agency codes.  This change will be automatically reflected on the CARE SSPS Authorization screen the next time the authorization is modified using the CARE/SSPS link.
