JANUARY 1, 2005

	Purpose:
	To educate staff about WMIP and what benefits the program offers to clients.

	Background:
	WMIP is a voluntary managed care project which began in Snohomish County on January 1, 2005.

As part of this project, eligible clients will receive their medical and chemical dependency services in one service package.  The contractor for this project is Molina Healthcare of Washington.  Molina will provide clients with a care coordinator, a comprehensive care team and will coordinate the client’s medical and chemical dependency services as well as coordinate with HCS, AAA, and DDD staff who share common clients, as necessary.

The target population for this project is aged, blind, or disabled Medicaid-only clients, age 21 and older.  This population was auto-enrolled into this project as of January 1, 2005, unless they (or their representatives) choose to opt out of the project.  These clients received enrollment information in the mail during the first part of November 2004 to help them make an informed choice about whether to enroll in this project.

Dual eligible clients (eligible for Medicaid and Medicare) may also enroll on a voluntary basis as of January 1, 2005.  However dual eligibles will not be auto-enrolled and did not receive enrollment material in the mail. Informational materials will be mailed to dual eligible clients at a later date.

Long-term care and mental health services will be integrated into the service package for this project in late 2005.  At that time, instructions will be distributed to staff on how to enroll, disenroll, and determine eligibility for WMIP for long-term care clients and clients with developmental disabilities.

The goal of this project is to provide better outcomes for clients through comprehensive care management and decrease expenditures through the use of an integrated system.

	ACTION:
	Action Required: 

When staff are aware or become aware that a client is part of WMIP, Case Resource Managers (DDD), Case Managers, Social Workers, or Nurses must:

· Include Molina Healthcare as a collateral contact in CARE.  

· Coordinate with Molina as needed regarding case management.  In some cases, Molina may request a copy of a client’s CARE assessment.  If requested, staff should talk with the client and, if the client consents, work with the client to update the consent (14-012) form and then fax the CARE assessment to Molina.  Molina staff will provide a fax number at the time of the request.
