	To notify Area Agencies on Aging (AAAs) of the SFY05 NSIP and Title V allotments, and the one-time only unit rate increase for Case Management/Nursing Services and how they will be applied to their SFY 2005 State/Federal budget.

	Background:
	At the beginning of the SFY 2005, AAAs received an estimate for Title V new funding based on 90% of their SFY 2004 allocation reduced by an additional 8% for an estimated reduction of overall program funding, an    estimate for NSIP funding calculated at 90% of the final SFY 2004 funding, and Case Management/Nursing Services funding based on their calculated unit rate.

	SFY 2005 State/Federal budget amendments will be completed by ADSA.  They will include:

Title V, Senior Community Services Employment Program (SCSEP) The final SFY 2005 funding based on the federal award has been calculated.   The budget will be updated to reflect the final allocation of slots and funding.  The Title V Program Administration lid has increased to 13.6% of the total allocation, which is reflected on the allocation worksheet.  The Wage and Benefits is calculated at 80%, but the minimum spending requirement remains 75%.  Other Enrollee Cost is calculated at 6.4%.  The amounts shown on the attached worksheet are the amounts that will be entered on the budget amendments.  

Nutrition Services Incentive Program (NSIP) The FFY 2005 award has been received and allocated.  These funds will be applied between Home Delivered Meals and Congregate Meals using the same percentage shown on your latest SFY 2005 budget.

Case Management/Nursing Services The budgets and Statement of Work will be updated to reflect the revised monthly unit rate, increased maximum consideration, and the 97% minimum.  This is your portion of the $301,978 Contract Management savings.
