	Purpose:
	To notify case managers of the requirements regarding the annual assessment cycle.

	Background:
	· The Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS) requires that an evaluation occur at least annually to determine a client’s ongoing eligibility for Medicaid-funded personal care services.

· The LTC Chapter 3 now states that an assessment must be moved to current within one year of the last face-to-face assessment, which means clients do not receive a full year of eligibility.

	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified

 
	Assessment requirements: 

Chapter 3 will be amended to include revised instructions on when annual assessments must be performed and moved to current. 

· A new face-to-face assessment must be performed and moved to current by the last day of the same month the previous face-to-face assessment was moved to current. (See example)

· Assessments must be moved to current within 30 days of the face-to-face assessment. 

Example: 

· Face-to-face assessment performed October 14, 2004.

· Assessment moved to current November 3, 2004.

· Next assessment must be moved to current on or before November 30, 2005.

Note: Payments may not be authorized on pending assessments.

	ACTION:
	Effective immediately, case managers will follow the policy outlined in this MB.
