	Purpose:
	To request that Area Agencies on Aging (AAAs) project their remaining 2005 State Fiscal Year expenditures.

	Background:
	Throughout State Fiscal Year 2005 AAAs have submitted initial and amended budgets according to their projected expenditures and allocation of funding from various sources.  Carryover of these funds is not allowed, so each year AAAs are asked to evaluate their anticipated expenditures to determine if redistribution of these funds is necessary.  

	What’s new, changed, or

	Each AAA will need to determine if they are in need of additional funds or if they can release some of their allocation that is projected to go unexpended by June 30, 2005 for the following funding sources: 

· Kinship Caregiver Support Program, (KCSP)

· Nutrition Services Incentive Program, (NSIP)

· Pharmacy Connections, (SB 6088, section 7) 

· Senior Drug Education, (SB 6088, section 8)

· Senior Citizens Services Act, (SCSA)

· Senior Community Service Employment Program, (Title V)

· State Family Caregiver Support Program, (SFCSP)

· State Respite Care

If excess funding or a need for additional funding is anticipated, notification must be sent to Pat Draleau no later than March 31, 2005.  The notification must identify each funding source, dollar amount and whether there is a funding shortage or excess.  Keep in mind this is a redistribution of existing funds and there is no assurance that requests for additional funds will be granted.  

This is also a reminder that there is no bailout for AAAs that exceed their approved budgets.  If you are projecting over-expenditures you need to take measures now to ensure this does not occur.
