	Purpose:
	The purpose of this MB is to notify case managers that nurse delegation is now available for clients in their own home through the MNIW. 

	Background:
	· June 2003 revision to the Nurse Delegation law enabling nurse delegation to be provided in private home settings.

· RCW 18.88A and 18.79 passed in June 2003 allows Nurse Delegation in private homes.  

· Nurse Delegation in private homes became effective for HCS COPES clients December 1, 2003.  

· The Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS) has approved an amendment to the MNIW to allow in-home nurse delegation.

	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified

 
	Effective April 1, 2005, in-home nurse delegation will be available to clients eligible for the Medically Needy In-home Waiver (MNIW). 

Nurse delegation services require you to live in your own home, be functionally and financially eligible for MNIW and meet the delegation criteria outlined in 388-106-0500. The rules for this program will be available in the WAC 388-106-0500 when published.  Chapter 13 will be updated to include this new service.

SSPS code 5588 will be available on April 1, 2005.

	ACTION:
	· Case managers can authorize in-home nurse delegation on April 1, 2005.  

· Some cases prior to April 1, 2005 have used the state paid code to cover this service.  Move these payments to 5588 on April 1, 2005.

· Notify headquarters for any state-only payments of MNIW in-home nurse delegation beginning January 1, 2005 through March 31, 2005.  Include the client name, dates of service and authorization number.  These prior payments will be credited to the new service code at headquarters.
