	Senior Farmers Market Nutrition Program (SFMNP)

	Purpose:
	To communicate program requirements and budget allocation for the 2005 Market Season (7/1/05 through 10/31/05).  For AAAs, these funds will be part of the 2006 State/Federal Contract and the SOW will reference this MB.

	Background:
	In previous years the SFMNP was funded by a Vitamin Settlement Fund grant and USDA funds.  The VSF funds were mostly depleted after the 2004 market season and USDA announced a reduction for 2005.  After some uncertainty about funding available for the 2005 market season, legislature approved state funding to maintain the program at its 2004 level for the 06/07 biennium. 

	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified

 
	The Senior Farmer’s Market Nutrition Program Standards are being included as Attachment A of this MB to be incorporated by reference into the 2006 State/Federal contracts for AAAs.  The NW Urban Indian Community will have a separate contract as in previous years.
Now that SFMNP is an established program with all AAAs participating, it will be more equitable to allocate funds using the OAA funding formula.  This year’s allocation will be transitional, however funding will be completely based on the funding formula for FY07.
For FY06, for those AAAs that would have received less under the OAA funding formula, adjustments were made to bring them up to their 2004 level by reducing the increase of those that are receiving more funding.   See Attachment B.  Next year funding will be allocated by the OAA formula without adjustment.  Those who will receive less funding when the formula is fully implemented will have a year to adjust their program or pursue supplementary funding.
Agreements have been made for Yakama Nation and Colville Tribe to collaborate with SE AAA and Central AAA respectively.
Funding for this program is from various sources with a variety of restrictions on administrative charges, therefore administrative expenditures are limited.  Exhibit B shows the maximum amount that can be used for administrative charges for each entity. Unused administrative funds may be used for food purchase.
The redemption rate of SFMNP checks is a factor each year in the amount of funds actually expended for the program.  A chart detailing the redemption rate for 2004 for each area is attached as Attachment G.  Carry over will not be allowed.  Consider exploring ways to leverage local dollars to utilize more of the allotted funds.  Additional funds will be accounted and refunded back to the source separately based on the actual 2005 redemption rate for each area.  

	ACTION:
	Use Attachment A—SFNMP Standards as your Statement of Work for the 2005 SFMNP Season.
Narrative proposals are due to Susan Engels by July 11, 2005.  Proposals only need to be one or two pages.  They need to detail the delivery model you intend to use, the level of benefit and number of clients you expect to serve, and any additional funding you intend to bring to the program.
