· Transfer from Title B to Title C limit 30%

· Transfer from Title C to Title B limit 30%

· Transfer from Title C1 to Title C2 limit 40%

· Transfer from Title C2 to Title C1 limit 40%

	Due dates for notification of transfer amounts and submission of CY 2005 OAA budget amendments.  

Please note – federal regulations require that all FFY05 funding (including year-end transfers) be obligated by September 30, 2005.  To be considered ‘obligated’, the contract MUST be signed by both ADSA and the AAA by September 30, 2005.  Any funding not obligated by September 30, 2005 MUST be returned to the Administration on Aging.  This federal requirement will be strictly enforced.
