	Background:
	Per MB H05-083, a new enrollment process was established for PACE clients, which included all begin dates for enrollments to be the first day of a month. 

	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified

 
	The current PACE Enrollment/Disenrollment procedure states that the begin date for new enrollments will be the first of the month following the date the client signs the PACE Program Agreement.  The start date for this procedure is postponed until January 1, 2006.

The PACE Enrollment procedure has been revised to allow the following changes:  

· Mid-month enrollments will be allowed through the end of 2005.  

· Beginning January 1, 2006, all PACE enrollments will be effective the first of the month.  For example, a client signs their PACE Enrollment Agreement any day in the month of January the enrollment effective date will be February 1, 2006.

	ACTION:
	· HCS staff will authorize mid-month enrollments for applicable PACE clients through the end of 2005.

· Effective January 1, 2006, HCS staff will only authorize PACE client enrollments the first of the month following the day the client signs to PACE program agreement.
