	As a result of this reallocation process, funds from the following funding sources became available:

· Kinship Caregiver Support Program, (KCSP)

· Senior Drug Education, (SB 6088, Section 8)

· Senior Community Service Employment Program, (Title V)

· Senior Farmer’s Market Nutrition Program

· State Respite Care

In those cases where funding requests exceeded the amount of available funds, a percentage of the total request was calculated and applied to the available funding.   

The attached spreadsheet shows the results of the reallocation process.   Figures in black show the amount of funding that will be received in a budget amendment, figures in red show the amount of funds that will be reduced.   These amounts will be included in an amendment to your SFY06 State/Federal budget.  Adjustments will be made in the following order:

1) Programs with administration lids will be maximized

2) Title V – Program/Wages & Fringe Benefits will be maximized 

3) Remaining adjustments will be made to the largest line item
