	To provide updated billing instruction for current PDN contracts (2005-2007).

	Background:
	The 2005-2007 PDN contracts contain revised and updated information in the statement of work and rates.

Clarified:
 
	Changes to the PDN Contract 2005-2007:

1. Contracts for PDN providers are now issued and managed centrally from Aging and Disability Services Administration (ADSA) headquarters.

2. New vendor rates became effective July 1, 2006.  The PDN Registered Nurse (RN) hourly rate is $31.76 and Licensed Practical Nurse (LPN) hourly rate is $24.51.  Vendors will only be paid at regular rates.
3. There are nine (9) paid holidays per year.

4. Providers will complete the Private Duty Task Log every six (6) months and give it to the case manager.  The RN case manager or Nurse Consultant will review and determine the number of PDN hours for which the client is eligible.

5. Providers will provide services to the client, as specified in the client’s Service Summary and Assessment Details.  This will include any personal care and IADL’s that are identified.

6. Random quarterly audits of providers will be conducted to substantiate the licensure qualification of the personnel and the hours of service provided by assigned cases.

7. The following SSPS codes for multi client households will be deleted effective October 31, 2006: 
· Codes: 5025, 5026, 5027, 5028, 5029, 5030, 5031, 5032, 5033, 5034, 5035, and 5036.

8. Remain active:

· Codes 5001, 5002, 5003, 5004, 5005, 5006, 5007, and 5011.

9. Effective July 1, 2006, the use of the “9” code will be discontinued.
