	· A new revision of the booklet, dated 9/06, is now available. The booklet now only contains information for people considering or applying for Medicaid. This revision includes updated Medicaid eligibility requirements, estate recovery changes, and updates what programs and services are available to Medicaid recipients.
· The booklet is now a more focused tool to help inform and reinforce important Medicaid policies and the services and housing options that may be available to people receiving Medicaid.
