	Purpose:
	To announce the release of the revised LTC Manual chapter, Washington Medicaid Integration Partnership in the new HTML web-based format.

	Background:
	The WMIP is a managed care program in Snohomish County that began in January of 2005 by integrating medical and chemical dependency services into one service package and monthly premium payment.  In October of 2005, mental health services were added to the service package and capitation payment.  In October of 2006, long-term care services were added to this program.  The WMIP target population includes Medicaid-only and dual eligible (eligible for Medicaid and Medicare) clients, age 21 or older.  The goal of the WMIP is to reduce gaps in service by providing a fully capitated service package under one care coordination system that meets all of the client’s medical, social, and behavioral health needs.
