	CARE CHANGES RELATED TO CBA Article 22.1

	Purpose:
	To notify all DDD and LTC assessors of upcoming CARE assessment algorithm changes related to the Collective Bargaining Agreement, Article 22.1

	Background:


	On 5/3/2007, the Supreme Court issued its decision invalidating the department’s shared living rule outlined in WAC 388-106-0130.   
Beginning June 29, 2007, MB H07-037 instructed assessors to individually assess informal support status for IADLs for all clients the same, regardless of whether they live with their paid caregiver or not.  These assessments would be phased in over the annual cycle.  Multi-client household adjustments remain in effect.
The 2007-2009 Collective Bargaining Agreement (CBA), by and between the State of Washington and the Service Employees International Union (SEIU) 775, included an article awarding no deduction taken from shared living clients in Meal Prep and Housework beginning September 1, 2007 when the client met certain criteria.

	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified


	In order to comply with both obligations, additional funding has been approved to extend the policy driven by the CBA Article 22.1 that affects in-home clients whose living arrangement is coded as either “Other” or “Lives with Paid Provider”.    

Effective immediately, when a client is in a multi-client household AND lives with his/her paid provider, code the living arrangement on the Assessment Main Screen as “Lives with Paid Provider”.

Changes to WAC 388-106-0130 will be filed via emergency rule effective October 26, 2007.  The changes are summarized as follows: 
For all adult clients coded as “Other” or “Lives with Paid Provider”, the algorithm will count: 

· Meal preparation as “unmet” when the client adheres to at least one of the following special diets:

a. ADA (Diabetes);
b. Autism diet;
c. Calorie Reduction;
d. Low sodium;
e. Mechanically altered;
f. Planned weight change program;
g. Renal diet;  or
h. Needs to receive nutrition through tube feeding or receives

 greater than 25% of calories through tube or parenteral feeding.
· Housework as “unmet” when a client is incontinent of bladder or bowel, documented as:

a. Incontinent all or most of the time;
b. Frequently incontinent; or
c. Occasionally incontinent.
These are the same criteria that generated the Shared Living Arrangement (SLA) portion of the algorithm change lists that were used for the 9/1/07 change.  For SLA clients served by IPs that have not already received the increase, the change will be made retroactive back to 9/1/07.  For SLA clients served through homecare agencies, the change will be made effective November, 1, 2007.

	ACTION:
	Effective immediately:

· Code the living arrangement in CARE as “Lives with Paid Provider” for all clients who live in a multi-client household and live with their paid provider.
These changes will not require any new assessments. 

A second MB will give instructions on how to use lists that will be released to identify clients employing IPs who are entitled to retroactive hour adjustments and to SLA clients served by homecare agencies whose changes will be effective November 1.  All other effected clients will be phased in at their next assessment.
