· The circumstances that lead to the excess carryover.

· A process to avoid excess carryover in the future.

· A plan to expend carryover and the programs and services that will be affected.

	ACTION:
	· AAAs must submit their request for excess carryover to their State Unit on Aging liaison, with a copy to Anna Glaas, Grants Unit Supervisor.
· Deadline for submitting the request is March 7, 2008.
