	· The new Nursing Facility Care and Relocation Chapter combines Chapter 10, Nursing Facility Pre-Admission Screening and Chapter 11, Discharge Resources, into one cohesive chapter and is now available on the LTC Manual website.  This chapter is also available in a downloadable Word version.
· Statewide nursing facility case management training has not been offered since 1995.

· Roads to Community Living is part of the national “Money Follows the Person” demonstration project providing enhanced relocation services for clients in institutional settings for 6 months or more.

	· Chapters 10 and 11 of the LTC Manual have been combined to form the Nursing Facility Care and Relocation Chapter (link below).  This Chapter supersedes the following MBs: H05-054, H05-050, H05-047, H05-040, H04-039, H03-41, H03-35, H02-68, H02-06, H01-53, and H98-57,98-52.
· The nursing facility case management and RCL training is a one day training that will provide staff with an overview of the new chapter and information they need to assist nursing facility clients to work toward relocation.

· The RCL portion of the training will provide instruction on how to access and utilize demonstration funds.
