	Background:
	Engrossed Second Substitute House Bill 2668 authorized funding to “provide additional support for residents in community settings who exhibit challenging behaviors that put them at risk for institutional placement.”  

	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified
	This funding is intended to provide additional support to residents of Adult Family Homes and Boarding Homes.  Authorizations will be made through the Caregiver/Recipient Training service.  

In order to track expenditure of these funds, COPES code 5276 has been added to Appendix A of the SSPS manual.  

	ACTION:
	Use SSPS codes 5276 or 5247 when authorizing Caregiver/Recipient Training services to individuals on the COPES waiver as follows:

· Use SSPS code 5276 when authorizing any type (including behavior supports) of Caregiver/Recipient Training services to individuals on the COPES waiver who are living in Adult Family Homes or Boarding Homes;

· Use SSPS code 5247 when authorizing any type of Caregiver/Recipient Training services for clients living at home.  
Authorizations can be made only to COPES waiver qualified providers of Caregiver/Recipient Training services who hold a valid contract with the local AAA or HCS office.
