	Purpose:
	To inform staff of the ADH eligibility change and the actions needed to implement the change.  

	Background:
	This is a change made by the Legislature in Engrossed Substitute House Bill (ESHB) 1244, section 206(10). The 2009 Legislature made significant service changes across all parts of government.

	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified

 
	Effective July 1, 2009 the Aging and Disability Services Administration (ADSA) will no longer pay for ADH for clients who live in adult family homes, licensed boarding homes, DDD group homes, companion homes, or who receive supported living services.  This means the last day of ADH services for these clients is June 30, 2009.
ADSA headquarters will send letters of notification (drafts attached below) to residential ADH clients, Necessary Supplemental Accommodations (NSA) representatives and/or guardians, ADH program providers, and residential providers.
In-home clients with state-paid ADH service authorizations will continue to receive ADH services per their eligibility. You will be informed of further planned changes to the service for these clients.

	ACTION:                  

	1. A list of residential clients whose ADH service is being terminated was emailed to each HCS and DDD Regional Administrator (RA) on May 1, 2009 to forward to each reporting unit (RU). Field staff will review and notify the Adult Day Services HQ program manager of any discrepancies. 
2. HCS/DDD field staff will review the current assessment and determine if the client will have an unmet need for skilled nursing or rehabilitation therapy with the termination of ADH services. If so, case managers will assign nursing tasks or therapy to a different qualified provider or make appropriate referrals for a July 1 start date. The review process must be completed by June 30, 2009.
3. HCS field staff must remove the ADH provider from the Supports screen and assign any new providers such as a Nurse Delegator.  If an Interim Assessment was needed to add Nurse Delegation, then you must also remove ADH from the Treatments screen and revise the ADH screen; otherwise ADH may be left in the Unassigned Needs bucket until the next assessment. 
4. DDD field staff must amend the Individual Service Plan (ISP) and document June 30, 2009 as the end date for ADH services.
5. HCS/DDD field staff will terminate all residential client authorizations for Adult Day Health services no later than July 10, 2009 with an end date of June 30, 2009.

6. No Planned Action Notices (PANs) are required for residential clients whose ADH service is being terminated.

7. Place a copy of the attached “Letter to ADH Residential Clients” in the client’s file.
