	Temporary Restraining Order (TRO) Stopping Reduction of In-home Care Hours for People Age 20 and Younger 

	Purpose:
	To advise the field that there is a TRO related to the planned reduction to in-home personal care hours for people age 20 and younger

	Background:
	The 09-11 operating budget requires the Department to reduce the number of in-home personal care hours authorized. ADSA has been preparing for a July 1, 2009 implementation date.  

	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified

 
	On June 29th, the Department received a Temporary Restraining Order from the U.S. District Court in Tacoma requiring the Department to postpone implementation of reductions to in-home care hours for people age 20 and younger. With the TRO in effect, the Department may not reduce in-home care hours for this population for 31 days.  
Clients age 20 and younger will not be included in the personal care hours reduction SSPS transaction generator. 

A letter will be sent by ADSA HQ informing affected clients that their hours will not be impacted by the personal care reduction for the month of July, 2009. 

The CARE algorithm will be revised beginning July 1, 2009 to account for the reduced hours for all clients.  Due to this TRO, the hours generated by CARE for all Current and Pending assessments for clients age 20 and under will be inaccurate.

	ACTION:
	Actions for Field Staff:

1. For the month of July, 2009, unless there is a health and safety need requiring immediate services or if a pending assessment will exceed the thirty (30) day limit for being in pending status, field staff should leave the assessments in pending status.  Move these assessments to Current on July 31, 2009 and implement them on August 1, 2009.  

2. However, if an assessment must be moved to Current, field staff will need to calculate the client’s unreduced hours using the Excel calculator attached to this MB.  Note:  the add-in hours on the spreadsheet for off-site laundry, wood supply and greater than 45 minutes from essential shopping apply only to clients age 18-20.

3. Handwrite the non-reduced hours onto the Individual Service Plan (ISP) or Service Summary.  Initial and date beside the handwritten hours.

4. Authorize the non-reduced hours only for the month of July, 2009.
