	Purpose:
	To advise staff how exceptional residential rate reductions are being implemented July 1, 2009 for expanded community services (ECS), HIV/AIDS, and Specialized Dementia Care Program in Boarding Homes (SDCP)

	Background:
	The legislature provided specific language that excludes reductions to the “exceptional care rate add-ons” to adult family homes and boarding homes with specialty contracts to provide support for the following specifically eligible clients:

· Persons with AIDS or HIV-related diseases who might otherwise require nursing home or hospital care;

· Persons with Alzheimer's disease and related dementia who might otherwise require nursing home care; and

· Persons with co-occurring mental illness and long-term care needs who are eligible for expanded community services and who might otherwise require state and local psychiatric hospital care.
