	Purpose:
	To inform staff that Bailey Boushay ADH is changing to a Chronic Care Management Program and how the change will be implemented 

	Background:
	Bailey Boushay provided services to HIV/AIDS clients through an enhanced Adult Day Health model of care.  The 2009 Legislature made a significant change to ADH services by limiting ADH to in-home clients. A Federal directive also required the program be offered under a different statutory authority.  These changes put Bailey Boushay clients at risk for ADH service ineligibilty.


	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified
	As of July 1, 2009, Bailey Boushay is contracted with the Health and Recovery Services Administration (HRSA) on their Chronic Care Management Programs.  They are no longer providing services as an Adult Day Health provider, although they intend to keep much of the framework of ADH in the provision of their services.
The program will no longer be monitored by Seattle Aging and Disability Services, and is no longer under the management of the State Adult Day Services Program Manager.

Clients who attended Bailey Boushay ADH will continue their services through Bailey Boushay’s Chronic Care Management Program.

All open authorizations to Bailey Boushay ADH were closed by WebConnect at Headquarters with an end date of June 30, 2009.

Bailey Boushay’s Chronic Care Management Program does not require case manager authorization through SSPS.

New client referrals are made directly to Bailey Boushay.
