	Purpose:
	To notify field staff of a correction in home and community services (HCS) rates related to Adult Day Health (ADH) and home care agencies.  

	Background:
	· Based on the appropriation passed by the Legislature, some HCS rates changed effective July 1, 2009.  Staff were notified of these rate changes in MB H09-031.
· This MB supersedes MB H09-031 in order to correct the Adult Day Health rates as a result of a recent court decision.
· On October 10, 2009 a Social Service Payment System (SSPS) Transaction Generator reduced all ADH provider rates on open authorizations effective October 1, 2009 to the rate in effect on 6/30/09.


	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified:
 
	Effective July 1, 2009, the department reduced by approximately four percent, the rates of the 17-level payment system used to pay:

· Adult Family Homes (AFH);
· Licensed Boarding Homes (BH) with contracts to provide Assisted Living (AL), Adult Residential Care (ARC), Enhanced Adult Residential Care (EARC) services.

	On October 10, 2009, a SSPS Transaction Generator reduced all ADH provider rates on open authorizations effective October 1, 2009 to the rate in effect on 6/30/09.

For all other rate changes, SSPS sent a memorandum with information for HCS SSPS Coordinators, DDD SSPS Coordinators and field staff on how to implement the changes to the 17-level payment system and the other vendor rate changes. There is no additional action needed related to these rate updates.
