	Purpose:
	To notify staff that the mileage rate reimbursed to Individual Providers will be $0.50 per mile effective January 1, 2010.

To notify staff that the hourly vendor rate for contracted homecare agencies will be $17.46 effective January 1, 2010.

	Background:
	Beginning FY09, Individual Providers began to receive a mileage reimbursement based upon the IRS mileage rate.  The IRS is changing the mileage reimbursement effective January 1, 2010.  RCW 74.39A.310 requires the hourly value in Individual Provider wages and benefits be added to the homecare agency rate.  Current parity to homecare agencies for mileage is $0.221.    

	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified

 
	Mileage reimbursement for Individual Providers will change to $0.50 per mile January 1, 2010.

Beginning January 1, 2010, the IRS change in the mileage reimbursement rate results in a new parity to homecare agencies of $0.202, a $0.02 (rounded) difference.  The vendor rate will change from $17.48 to $17.46.


	ACTION:
	SSPS will process a Transaction Generator with the new mileage rate for Individual Providers and the new homecare agency vendor rate on January 9, 2010.  This Transaction Generator will only run for authorizations with an end date extending past December 31, 2009.  
AAAs shall monitor contracted homecare agencies to ensure the vendor rate is utilized in a manner consistent with legislation.
