	Purpose:
	To request that Area Agencies on Aging (AAAs) Title V recipients and Title V Sub-grantees project their remaining State Fiscal Year 2010 (Program Year 2009) Title V expenditures.

	Background:
	Title V recipients were allowed to carry over SFY09 (Program Year 2008) funds and these funds had to be spent by 12/31/09.  In addition, recipients have received SFY10 (Program Year 2009) funds and ARRA funds which must be spent by 6/30/10.  

	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified

 
	Current expenditure patterns indicate that some Title V funds may not be fully spent by the end of the grant period.  In order to maximize the use of these funds, Title V recipients need to project their expenditures through June 2010 and determine whether they will have an excess or shortage of funds.  Due to the amount of Title V funding currently unspent, ADSA has decided to reallocate Title V funds in a separate process from, and earlier than, state funds.  A management bulletin regarding reallocation of state funds will be sent out separately.
Please note there is no guarantee that requests for additional funds will be granted.  If expenditures are projected in excess of allocated amounts, other immediate alternatives need to be explored in order to limit disruption to services.

	ACTION:
	Notice of excess funding to release or request for additional funding must be emailed to Anna Glaas, with a copy to your State Unit on Aging liaison, by January 15, 2010.  Notice must include dollar amount, whether the funding is regular or ARRA, and whether you are releasing or requesting funding.  If you are requesting additional funds for a program, indicate if funding is currently depleted, as well as any waiting list and the number of persons on the list.
