	Purpose:
	To provide a revised quarterly report form for the Family Caregiver Support Program (FCSP) for Area Agencies on Aging using the Tailored Caregiver Assessment and Referral (TCARE®) protocol.

	Background:
	For both the state and federally funded FCSP, quarterly reports are required from AAAs that do not enter their data directly into the NAPIS (National Aging Program Information System reporting tool. Now that TCARE® has been implemented statewide ADSA has agreed to reduce FCSP reporting requirements because some data elements can be taken directly from TCARE®.

	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified
	In order for Washington State to be compliant with accurate federal and state FCSP reports, it is critical that demographic information be collected by staff in the Family Caregiver Support Program on all required reporting fields listed in the TCARE® caregiver and care receiver detail screens.  

The demographic information which will no longer be required on the quarterly report forms includes the following elements:  

Age of Caregiver

Age of Care Receiver

Gender

Rural (represented by Zip codes)

Ethnicity 

Race

Relationship
Primary Language-( TCARE®- Question about need for interpreters)
ADSA staff will be able to report the demographic information on caregivers for both state and federal reports obtained from the TCARE® or NAPIS system.  

The units of service and unduplicated caregiver count will continue to be required for each of the core FCSP services.  A new FCSP Program Excel report form was developed for AAAs (see attachment) to collect the necessary FCSP data.  This report will replace the current Family Caregiver Support Program Quarterly Report for both State and Federal funding.  
As TCARE® does not collect information on relatives raising children AAAs will need to continue to use current form for the Title IIIE Family Caregiver Support Program Report for Relatives (55+) Raising Children. 
A crosswalk of FCSP services to TCARE® category of services is also offered to make it easier to report number of caregivers and units of services that have been authorized in the TCARE® system that meet FCSP reporting needs. 


	ACTION:
	AAAs shall begin using the revised FCSP quarterly report form beginning with the 2010 first quarter data.  AAAs that currently enter their FCSP data directly into the NAPIS system may continue to do so.  
The FCSP quarterly reports are due six weeks following the last three month report period.
