	To inform contracting staff about a change to the required signatures block on Medicaid Waiver Services Contracts in the DSHS Agency Contracts Database (ACD).

	Background:
	Medicaid Waiver Service Contracts are for services including but not limited to Personal Emergency Response System (PERS), Environmental Modifications, Specialized Medical Equipment, and Client Training.  Roads to Community Living (RCL) contracts also use this type of contract.  To date, there have been three signatures required on Waiver contracts:
· Provider’s signature;

· DSHS Representative’s countersignature; and

· DSHS Contracting Officer’s signature. (This has been a pre-print signature and that pre-print is being removed.)

Clarified 
	Waiver contracts printed from the DSHS Agency Contracts Database (ACD) will no longer include the DSHS Contracting Officer’s pre-printed signature. 

	ACTION:
	Effective immediately, only two signatures are required to execute a Waiver Service Contract: the service provider and the AAA/HCS Representative countersignature.
