Subject:   April 1, 2011 Boarding Home Rate Changes 


Rate changes for Boarding Homes have been approved effective April 1, 2011. 


We have been asked to process the rate changes where possible.  On Saturday, April 9th, SSPS will process the Boarding Home rate changes on open authorizations by Transaction Generator based on the following criteria:


1. The Boarding Home service code and old rate must be the same as the July, 2010 rate.  We will change rates on any “9” service code when the old rate is the same as the July, 2010 rate.                       

2. If the service end date is 3/31/11 or earlier, we will not change the rate.

3. We will send new DSHS 14-159’s for all authorizations modified by the Transaction Generator.


4. If you do not receive a 14-159 for your authorization, you will need to review the authorization for manual rate changes.

5. A report of authorizations not modified by the Transaction Generator will be sent to ADSA on April 11th. These authorizations need to be reviewed for manual changes.
