	Purpose:
	To inform staff about changes to the Adult Day Health (ADH) service included in the 2011-2013 budget. 

	Background:
	In the Second Engrossed Substitute House Bill 1087 section 206 (10), the legislature directs the department to eliminate the Adult Day Health service under the state plan 1915(i) option and to reestablish it under the COPES waiver.

	What’s new, changed, or Clarified
	Planning is currently underway to transition ADH to the COPES waiver.  Information on changes will be provided in future Management Bulletins.
There is no immediate change to the Adult Day Health service or the manner in which it is authorized.


	ACTION:
	Case Managers must continue to offer Adult Day Health as a service option for eligible clients.
