	What’s new, changed, or

Clarified:
 
	Effective July 1, 2011, the department will increase rates to Licensed Adult Family Home(s) (AFH).  The rate increase is to cover the Medicaid share of the increase in licensing fees. Effective July 1, 2011, the department will increase rates to Licensed Boarding Homes (BH) with contracts to provide Assisted Living (AL), Adult Residential Care (ARC) and Enhanced Adult Residential Care (EARC) services.  The rate increase restore rates to March 31, 2011 levels.  A rate enhancement to cover the Medicaid share of increased training cost is removed because of the delay in the requirement for increased training.

Subject:   July 1, 2011 Rate Changes 



Rate changes have been approved effective July 1, 2011 for Boarding Homes, Adult Family Homes, Home Care Agencies and DD Residential Hourly Services.



We have been asked to process the rate changes where possible.  On Saturday, July 9th, 2011, SSPS will process rate changes on open authorizations by Transaction Generator based on the following criteria:



1. The service code and old rate must be the same as the June, 2011 rate.  We will change rates on any “9” service code when the old rate matches the previous rate.                       

2. If the service end date is 6/30/11 or earlier, we will not change the rate.

3. We will send new DSHS 14-159’s for all authorizations modified by the Transaction Generator.

4. If you do not receive a 14-159 for your authorization, you will need to review the authorization for manual rate changes.

5. A report of authorizations not modified by the Transaction Generator will be sent to ADSA on July 11th. These authorizations need to be reviewed for manual changes.
