Governor Gregoire signs Engrossed Substitute House Bill (ESHB) 2314 Updating Initiative 1163 Requirements

To inform staff of the extension in training and certification timelines for long-term care workers hired between January 7, 2012 and March 29, 2012.  This legislation also allows Certified Home Care Aides to conduct delegated nursing tasks.

The new long-term care worker training requirements (commonly referred to as “Initiative 1163 requirements”) were implemented effective January 7, 2012 for any new IPs hired on or after this date.  


On March 29, 2012, the Governor signed into law Engrossed Substitute House Bill 2314:
· This extends training timelines an additional 120 days from March 30, 2012 for any long-term care worker hired between January 7, 2012 and March 29, 2012. 
· This means these workers now have until July 27, 2012 to complete training requirements.
· The Training Partnership has extended, in the portal, all training deadlines to July 27, 2012 for all IPs who fall into this group.   
· This extends the certification timelines an additional 150 days from March 30, 2012 for any long-term care worker hired between January 7 and March 29, 2012.
· This means these workers now have until August 26, 2012 to complete certification requirements.
Additional Information:
· Any IP hired on, or after, March 30, 2012 has 120 days from the service authorization begin date to complete training and 150 days to complete certification. 
· Any IP hired on, or before, January 6, 2012 does not get an extension to complete their basic training.  They must meet their original 120-day or 180-day timeframe. (These individuals were not included in ESHB2314.)
· Effective February 17, 2012 SSPS codes were amended so all IPs are paid for an additional 1 hour of union time after they complete their basic training.  This procedure applies to the 70-hour, 30-hour and 7-hour DDD parent provider training.
· When IPs are contracted through the Home Care Referral Registry (HCRR), they will complete their required 2 hours of orientation and 3 hours of safety training through the HCRR, but will not be paid by HCS/AAA/DDD staff until they are matched with a client who hires them. This action enables HCS, AAA and DDD staff to start these individuals immediately so they can begin providing personal care services and allows information about them to be sent to the Training Partnership. 
· When orientation and safety training is taken through the HCRR, this training must be added by HCS/AAA/DDD staff to the Training Partnership database. The IPs must be paid for this training time once their certificates are obtained from the HCRR.   In these instances, the appropriate safety and orientation code can be opened and closed in one step to pay the IP.  
· Effective March 29, 2012, all Certified Home Care Aides can be delegated nursing tasks. Due to this legislation they do not also have to be a Nursing Assistant Registered.  Delegation cannot occur until they also complete Nurse Delegation Core training. Special Focus on Diabetes training must also be completed if they will be administering insulin. 
· When the Nurse Delegation training is taken the same year as the 70-hour basic training (because it’s required to perform delegated tasks), this Nurse Delegation training counts towards CE requirements the following year per WAC 388-71-0953. 
· All IPs have to take Nurse Delegation training from the Training Partnership. 
· In the Training Partnership database, if an IP has to complete CE this calendar year and the TP does not have their birth date on record, their deadline for completing training is June 30, 2012.   
· ADSA and BCCU will continue to provide the TP with birthday information from BCCU records on a quarterly basis. The TP uses this information to update the birthday deadline in the portal.  However, there will be some IPs whose birthday cannot be located by the June 30, 2012 deadline.  In this instance, the IP’s name may appear on an “in-jeopardy” report prior to June 30, 2012 and the incomplete report for July 1, 2012. There are two ways to handle this situation:
· Send all IPs on the in-jeopardy list a PAN.  When they respond because their birth date is after June 30, 2012, add their actual birth date to the TP data base, or 
· For all IPs on the “in-jeopardy” list, check the contract file for confirmation of birthday on BCCU records.   If their birthday falls between January 1 and June 30, 2012, the Planned Action Notice must be sent.  If their birthday is after June 30, add their birth date to the TP database.  
· The TP has provided the ability for HCS/AAA/DDD staff to add the birth date if it is not added by the TP through the information obtained by BCCU or the MRC when the IP calls them.  Staff can make this change by going to the individual IP’s page in the TP portal and clicking on “edit employee information” to add birth date information.  

	
	· Review the table summarizing the 2012 training requirements.
· Review the attached SSPS code details which have been updated with the new hour for union time.
· Review the attached Appendix A and B from the Business Requirement Document which indicates what SSPS codes are sent to the Training Partnership.
· Review the updated IP flyer document and another document that was developed which shows the maximum timelines for background checks, training and certification. Both of these documents must be given to the IP at contracting.

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Individual Provider Background Check, Training & Certification Requirements  


It is important that you understand and take the following steps to meet the fingerprint based background check, long term care (LTC) worker training and home 
care aide certification requirements for LTC workers.  


Take any required training through the SEUI 775 Training Partnership (TP).  Use 
the TP’s Training Wizard: What Training Do I Need? to know what training you 
must take.  Many workers must take: 
• 2 hours of orientation and 3 hours of safety training prior to your             


service begin date. 
• 70 hour of basic training within 120 days from service begin date. 


You must complete all of your required 75 hours of training to apply for the 
certification exam. (Step 3) Remember—you have 120 days to complete this 
training.  If you don’t meet this deadline, you will be terminated as an IP.

If you must complete 70 hours of training (Option E from the Training Wiz‐
ard), you must become a certified home care aide (HCA) within 150 days of 
your service begin date.  If you are not required to take 70 hours of training, 
you can apply to become certified if you choose.  


The Department of Health (DOH) oversees HCA certification.  The first step in 
becoming certified is to apply to the DOH for certification.  This is done with a 
DOH Home Care Aide Certification Application.  


Submit your DOH HCA Certification Application to the DOH.  Send in the  
required $60 application fee with your application. It can take four to six 
weeks to process your application—so get it in without delay.  


You will need the OCA # assigned through the background check  process for 
this application.   


 


A company called Prometric administers the HCA exam.  As soon as you complete your required training, 
apply to take the HCA written and skills exam by filling out an Exam Application Form For Washington 
State Home Care Aide Examinations.  


Submit your Exam Application to Prometric immediately after completing your 75 hours of training.  
There is a $115 exam application fee that you must send to Prometric with your completed application.  
You will also need to send copy of your signed DSHS 75 hour training   certificate.
