	Use the following revised forms effective immediately:
1. DSHS 14-225 Acknowledgement of Services

Revisions include removal of the Medically Needy waiver and the nursing facility check boxes.  The form only needs to be signed by client when choosing to receive waiver services in the community instead of nursing facility services.  It no longer needs to be signed when a client chooses to receive services in a nursing facility.  The LTC manual will be updated to reflect these changes in use of this form.

2. DSHS 14-443 Financial Communication

This following revisions have been made to this form:

a. Added “other” check box for “Required” reason for use of form

b. Changed “Case Name” to “Client Name”

c. Added section for client’s date of birth

d. Added section to indicate Power of Attorney
