	Senior Farmer’s Market Nutrition Program (SFMNP)

	PURPOSE:
	To communicate program requirements under the U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) approved 2012 SFMNP State Plan, related ADSA SFMNP program standards and provide information on budget allocations for this year’s program. 

	BACKGROUND:
	SFMNP is primarily funded by USDA and State General Funds, supplemented by AAA local funds in some areas of the state.  It is administered in cooperation with the Department of Health’s (DOH) WIC Farmers Market Program.  DOH oversees the grower/market contracting & monitoring process. SFMNP is not an entitlement program. Current funding allows service to approximately 20% of eligible seniors.

	WHAT’S NEW, CHANGED, OR
CLARIFIED
 
	The revised Senior Farmer’s Market Nutrition Program Standards are being included as Attachment A of this MB.  The value of the SFMNP has changed from $2.00 each to $4.00 each. Participants will be issued one booklet containing ten $4.00 checks for a total season benefit of $40.00.
Income eligibility has been updated in the attached program standards and on the SFMNP affidavits.
An electronic participant check distribution register is available in place of paper if preferred by the AAA.
A spreadsheet is attached showing the estimated Senior Farmer’s Market funding distribution for the 2012 growing season.    

The SFY 12 table reflects unspent market year 2011 state funding, and FFY12 USDA funding, that will be added to each existing SFY 12 contract.   All SFY12 state funds must be spent by June 30, 2012, including the unspent amount in your current contract.  Unspent FFY12 USDA funds will be carried over from each SFY12 state/federal contract to the SFY13 state/federal contract.  FFY12 USDA funds must be spent by September 30, 2012, or they will be lost.   

The SFY13 state funding is a projected amount, based on the assumption that state funding for the SFMNP program will remain the same in SFY13 as SFY12.  Staff will be informed of any changes.

Federal regulations continue to include a standardized benefit level for checks ($40), racial/ethnic tracking, advising rights & responsibilities, eligibility appeal rights, and recording a unique ID number for each participant when checks are distributed.  See Attachment A for detailed instructions.
A brief report continues to be due at the end of the season (see report form, attached below).
Colville Confederated Tribes will continue to collaborate with Central AAA for program delivery.  
ADSA will provide final program reimbursement rates to AAAs no later than January 15, 2013.
SFMNP continues to span two State Fiscal Years.  Careful attention must be paid to how allowable expenses are billed.  

	ACTION:
	Use Attachment A—SFMNP Standards to supplement your Statement of Work for the 2012 SFMNP Season and future seasons.

Please review the projected funds for your AAA (Attachment B), and determine how you would like them distributed between Admin, Nutrition Education, Service Delivery, Vouchers and/or Bulk Food.  You can move state funding from Admin to Nutrition Education, Service Delivery, Vouchers and/or Bulk Food but not from Nutrition Education or Vouchers to Admin.  You can move USDA funding from Admin to Service Delivery or Vouchers but not from Vouchers to Admin.  USDA funds cannot be spent on nutrition education or bulk food.

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Senior Farmer’s Market Nutrition Program Standards

(Based on the USDA approved 2012 Washington State SFMNP Plan)

June 1, 2012 through October 31, 2012 Season



Senior Farmer’s Market Nutrition Program shall be operated as authorized by the Legislature and USDA in accordance with 7 CFR 249 SFMNP Regulations, WAC 246-780 Farmers’ Market Nutrition Program and the following program instructions to:



1. Provide resources in the form of fresh, nutritious, unprepared, locally grown fruits, vegetables, herbs and locally produced honey from authorized farmers’ markets, farm stores and Certified Sellers to low-income seniors;

2. Increase the domestic consumption of agricultural commodities by expanding or aiding in the expansion of farmers’ markets and farm stores.

3. Provide nutrition education to increase the effectiveness of the program and improve the health of participants.

Participant Eligibility 

The Contractor shall ensure that participants attest that they are age 60 or over, with income at or below 185% of the Federal Poverty Level and are current residents of Washington State.  American Indian and Alaska Natives are age eligible at 55. 

· $20,665 Annual or $1,723 Monthly Income for 1 person 

· $27,991 Annual or $2,333 Monthly Income for 2 people 

· For larger households, add $611 for each additional person

Services shall be delivered through one or more of the following models:

1. Check Model:  Eligible seniors purchase produce directly from authorized farmers’ markets and farm stores using farmers’ market checks distributed to them by the Contractor.  Each participant shall be given $40 worth of checks for the season.  This model can be funded through USDA, State and local funds.

1. Bulk Delivery Model: Local produce is purchased by the Contractor directly from local farmers who have been certified as Certified Sellers. Produce is delivered to eligible seniors through existing home-delivered meals programs or delivered to congregate meal sites, food banks, and/or low-income senior housing buildings for pick-up by eligible seniors.  Benefit level can be variable between Contractors for this model, but participants within a local area should receive equal benefits.  Seasonal benefit level should fall between $10 and $40 per participant.  This model can be funded only through State and local funds.



Check Model 



Federal regulations for SFMNP requires record keeping that includes confirmation of participant eligibility, required demographic information, participant receipt of specific checks(number range of checks issued) and information about the rights and responsibilities associated with SFMNP. Effective the 2012 season, participant zip code is added as a data element to enable mapping of participant location and access to markets and farm stores.

The record keeping system utilized must include required data as well have the capacity to be able to track back to participant information when necessary or for audit purposes.

The check register was originally designed for this purpose and can continue to be used to document all required information. 

Effective the 2011 season an electronic version of the check register was also made available. The electronic version includes pre-entered check range numbers and can be utilized by one or more staff at a distribution site. For multiple staff assign check ranges for data entry.  If you use the electronic register and affidavits are not used, use a numbered signature sheet that corresponds with the number of the row the participant data is entered on.

If you distribute checks by mail or want to adapt your current record keeping system, you may use the signed Affidavit as your primary record back-up. This option requires that you develop an internal data base tracking system that provides track back capability to specific participant information, including the check number range distributed. The electronic register can also be used for this purpose. If you use the Affidavit option document ‘AOF’ on the check register to confirm existence of participant signature and receipt of checks.

SFMNP checks have a cash value of $4 each and come in books of $40 (10 checks each).  The Contractor shall ensure that the checks are safeguarded from theft or misuse while they are in possession of the Contractor, and ensure they are distributed only to eligible participants.



Eligibility/Distribution Procedures

1. For distributing checks in person using check registry:

a. Review eligibility requirements and Rights & Responsibilities (R &R).  Provide a copy of R & R.

b. In order to ensure privacy of participants who already have personal information recorded on the paper check register; cover those lines with a piece of paper before allowing new participants to sign the register.  

c. Ask to see photo-ID to determine name and birth date.  Enter the birth date (mm/dd/yy) and first four letters of their last name on the check register as their unique identifier.  The unique identifier is used for data tracking and reporting purposes as required by USDA. Use combination of last name and first name when last name is less than 4 letters.  

d. Record Minority/Ethnic information provided by participants onto the first line of the check register section according to the key on the register.  More than one race may be selected.  

e. Record the participant zip code.

f. Each participant will receive $40 worth of checks; on the first signature line print the participant’s name legibly.   .

g. The participant must sign the line of their set of checks where signature is indicated. As noted above if electronic register is used, signatures will be obtained using a numbered sheet corresponding with register row. Participants must understand that by signing they are attesting to their eligibility for the program and that they have received and understand the Rights and Responsibilities handout.  

h. The contractor must assist Limited English Proficiency (LEP) participants to understand materials by providing translated handouts and use of the reference poster for eligibility.

i. Provide one corresponding book of checks worth a total of $40 to each eligible participant who has signed the register. 

j. Provide a program brochure, a list of authorized farmers’ markets and farm stores for the local area, nutrition education materials or teaching and briefly explain how to use the checks-that no change will be given, and that they must be used by Oct. 31.

k. If a person states that they do not meet eligibility requirements, but still wants to apply for the program, give them a copy of the letter of denial and explain their appeal rights.  Write the participants name and address at the top of the form and check which eligibility requirement they did not meet.  The Contractor should sign at the bottom.  Keep a copy for the Contractor’s record (retain 3 years) and send a copy to the State SFMNP Program Manager.  Use a translated version when appropriate.  

l. A letter of denial is not necessary if the participant was not served due to lack of funding (first come, first serve).

m. If there is an expected situation where there will be more participants than sets of checks, consider giving seniors a numbered ticket when they arrive so they don’t need to stand in line or wait unnecessarily.  



2. For distribution by mail:

a. Provide the program brochure, Affidavit Form, Proxy form and Rights & Responsibilities to applicants or their representatives.  The Proxy form may be copied on the back side of the Affidavit.  The contractor may provide a postage paid return envelope.  Forms available here: http://www.adsa.dshs.wa.gov/professional/SNP/translations.htm

b. When the Affidavit (and Proxy, if applicable) is returned, enter the participant information onto the check register in the same way as described above except for on the participant signature line write “Signature on File”.   Keep Affidavit on file with registers for 3 years. No action is needed for Proxy forms, but retain those 3 years.  

c. Mail to participant or distribute to the representative the following:  one book of checks ($40), updated program brochure, a list of 

i. local authorized farmers’ markets from this list: http://extension.wsu.edu/farmersmarket/locations/Pages/ParticipateFarmStore.aspx



ii. and local farm stores         http://extension.wsu.edu/farmersmarket/locations/Pages/ParticipateFarmStore.aspx



d. Information on how to use the checks, and Nutrition Education materials.

e. If an applicant is not eligible, they must be informed in writing within 10 days of receiving the application.  Use the letter of denial form as described in previous section.  

3. Checks must be redeemed by participants:

a) June 1, 2012 through October 31, 2012. Checks used outside of this period will be returned by the issuing bank, likely resulting in a returned check charge to the farmer; 

b) Only at authorized farmers’ markets and only at farmer stalls within the market displaying the sign “Farmers’ market Checks Welcome Here” or authorized farm stores.

c) Only for eligible foods as defined in the Definitions.  No cash change will be issued for purchases that are in an amount less than the value of the check(s), and no State or local taxes will be collected on purchases of food with checks. 

d) Caregivers or family members may purchase produce with the checks on behalf of eligible participants only when the Proxy form is completed.

· Note: If the Contractor wants participants to be able to redeem checks at a new farm store, the Contractor must contact the SFMNP program manager to arrange for authorization.  Checks redeemed at non-authorized markets or farm stores will be rejected by the issuing bank; the seller may be charged a returned check fee by the seller’s bank which will likely significantly exceed the value of the checks.

4. Data Keying  

Duplicate copy of completed check registers must be sent by the AAA SFMNP Coordinator  to  CSC-Covansys within 10 days of completing distribution of checks.   Please inform the State Program Manager by email when the registers are sent.  Retain original check register for 3 years.  All checks must be accounted for on the registers with either a valid distribution or VOID.  The address is:

If a participant advises the contractor that their checks have been lost or stolen, the contractor will indicate that on the check register.  Lost or stolen checks may not be  replaced.  

5. Bulk Delivery Model

For participants receiving produce through Bulk Delivery Model, eligibility must be certified by the participant. This may be down on by signature on the Affidavit Form, a program sign up list, individual application, personal information form, or Contractor knowledge of current eligibility for another means-tested program with the same or lower income criteria (e.g., low-income housing, SSI, COPES/MPC, etc.).  

a) Participant Benefit

The participant benefit amount should be comparable to the $40.00 check benefit for the season.  The goal is to have an even benefit throughout the service area that is similar to the amount of produce participants on the Check Model can purchase.  Economy from bulk purchase in addition to donated produce can also skew the value of the produce received to appear lower than what it actually is; so comparability is allowed when determining benefit. 

b) Certified Sellers

When the Contractor purchases produce for delivery to eligible participants, the Contractor shall purchase only eligible foods and only from a farmer, farm store, or CSA that is a certified seller.  A certified seller is one who meets the applicable definition in the Definitions section of these standards and has signed a certification form .The Contractor shall ensure the seller meets the applicable definition and have the seller sign a certification form.  Signed forms must be retained by contractor for audit purposes and certified sellers will be listed on the ADSA reporting forms. Certified Seller forms can be obtained from the SFMNP Program Manager.

c) Produce Distribution 

Local produce is purchased by the Contractor directly from Certified Sellers and delivered to eligible seniors through existing home-delivered meals programs or delivered to congregate meal sites, food banks, and/or low-income senior housing buildings for pick-up by eligible seniors.  Local process may vary significantly.  

Foods purchased with SFMNP funds for bulk distribution may not be used by congregate or home delivered meal programs to augment the menu.  



6. Nutrition Education (NE)

The contractor will ensure nutrition education is provided to participants to maximize the effectiveness of the program.     

When AAA’s elect to receive their allotment of NE funds in food, they are still required to ensure Nutrition Education is provided to all participants.  This can be provided in-kind or, if participants are receiving Nutrition Education through another program such as OAA Senior Nutrition or Basic Food Nutrition Education Program (BFNEP), the SFMNP may count that contact for SFMNP Nutrition Education.  

A Washington State University Extension website is  available to assist the Contractor in providing nutrition education materials. The website contains recipes, fruit and vegetable brochures, resource links, and food safety for SFMNP participantsMany of the resources are available in multiple translations.  The website can be found at http://extension.wsu.edu/farmersmarket/food/Pages/default.aspx



 Suggestions for nutrition education include: recipes and nutrient values specific to the produce provided; general nutrition information related to the importance of eating fruits and vegetables,  the dietary guidelines, health and disease management, and physical activity; information on preparation and storage of foods; information on the safe handling of produce; produce bags that carry a nutrition message; cookbooks; games/activities; cooking demonstrations; newsletters and other relevant information or activities. 



7. Budget & Billing 

a) Billing Because the SFMNP Season spans two State Fiscal Years, AAAs must pay careful attention to spending and billing in the appropriate fiscal years.  SFY12 State funds must be expended by June 30, 2012.  USDA admin funds, if unspent by June 30, 2012, can be amended into the SFY13 contract to be spent by September 30, 2012.  Contact your fiscal liaison  for fiscal questions or for clarification as needed.   BARS billing forms can be found at http://adsaweb/aaa/BF/Billing/.  

b) Use of Local Funds 

AAAs have the opportunity to order additional checks utilizing local funding sources.  If local funds are promised to purchase additional checks, the AAA must deposit those funds directly with to United Community Bank in the amount indicated on Attachment B under “Checks purchased with Local Funds”.  Funds must be received by June 30th, 2012.  Contact the State Grants Manager at 360-725-2374 for  United Community Bank Deposit process and account number. Once the deposit has been made email the Grants Manager at anna.glaas@dshs.wa.gov  who will confirm your deposit has been received and credited properly by the bank.

At the end of the season, unredeemed check funds will be reimbursed back to the contractor up to the amount of the local funding portion.  Additional checks may be available for purchase throughout the season.  Contact the State SFMNP Program Manager to make arrangements.

c) Administration Funds

Appropriate expenditures are salaries and wages, transportation for delivering produce or transporting participants to authorized markets or stands, bags in which to pack produce, meetings, coordination, nutrition education materials or activities in addition to those funded with designated nutrition education funds, and other miscellaneous administrative activities. These funds can also be used to buy produce or expand nutrition education. 



  

8. Reporting Requirements

The Contractor must submit one report at the end of the season in a format specified by DSHS. (There are no changes for 2012 season or in report format) It covers all activity during the season through November 15, 2012. The report must include:



a) the number of participants served by delivery method, 

I. number of participants who received checks and the distribution site type, 

II. number of participants who received produce through the home-delivered meals program, and number of participants who received produce at a nutrition site, senior housing building, food bank or other, 

III. Number of persons waitlisted, if waitlist was kept;

b) the amount of the annual benefit for each type of delivery method, i.e., $40 per participant for checks and the whatever is the cost of the produce delivered through other methods; 

c) a list of certified farmers that were used for the Bulk Delivery Program (if applicable);

d) description of nutrition education activities;

e) Optional:  problems, challenges, successes, publicity received, etc.





9. Program Monitoring

The State Program Manager or their State Unit on Aging designee is required to monitor each AAA SFMNP once every two years.  The monitoring tool that will be applied will be sent to all AAA’s.

 USDA requires that a minimum of 10% of farmers markets and farm stores be monitored each season.  This monitoring is conducted by staff from the Department of Health.



10. Definitions

Authorized farmers’ market means a farmers’ market that has signed an agreement with DSHS and the Department of Health in accordance with the USDA and state requirements to accept WIC & SFMNP checks. (Authorized Markets List Attached)



Authorized farm store means a farm store that meets the applicable definition in this section and has signed an approved agreement with DOH/ DSHS. 



Certified seller means a farmer or community supported agriculture program that meets the applicable definition in this section and has signed a certification form 



Community Supported Agriculture program means a program under which a farmer(s) grows food for a group of shareholders (or subscribers) who pledge to buy a portion of the farmer's crop that season.



Eligible food means fresh, nutritious, unprepared, unprocessed, locally grown fruits, vegetables, honey and fresh-cut herbs for human consumption. Eligible foods may not be processed or prepared beyond their natural state except for usual harvesting and cleaning processes. 



Ineligible items include dried fruits or vegetables, such as prunes (dried plums), raisins (dried grapes), dried beans, sun-dried tomatoes or dried chili peppers are not considered eligible foods. Potted fruit or vegetable plants, potted or dried herbs, wild rice, nuts of any kind (even raw), whipped, creamed, sugared, dried, flavored, fruited, pasteurized or infused honey, maple syrup, cider, and molasses are also not allowed.



Farm Store means a location at which a single, individual farmer sells his/her produce directly to consumers. Authorized farm stores may accept SFMNP and FMNP checks 



Farmer means an individual or business that grows a portion of the produce that they sell, either directly to the Contractor or through farmers’ markets, farm stores, and community supported agriculture programs, but does not include an individual who exclusively sells produce grown by someone else, such as wholesale distributors. 



Farmers’ Market means an association of at least five local farmers who assemble at a defined location for the purpose of selling their produce directly to consumers.



Farmers’ Market Hheck means one of the official checks sent to the Contractor for distribution to eligible participants.  



Locally Grown means grown within the borders of Washington State or in an adjacent county of Idaho or Oregon.



Nutrition Education means individual or group education sessions or the provision of

information and educational materials designed to improve health status, achieve positive change in dietary habits, and emphasize relationships between nutrition and health, all in keeping with the individual’s personal, cultural, and socio-economic preferences.



Participant means a person who meets the age and income eligibility limits of the program and who receives eligible foods through the program.



Resident of Washington State means they currently reside in Washington.  There is no minimum length of residency.  It would not exclude seasonal residents as long as they are living in Washington during the SFMNP season.
