	To notify field staff of changes in Home and Community Services (HCS) rates effective July 1, 2012.  

	BACKGROUND:
	Based on the appropriation passed by the Legislature, some HCS rates will change. 

	WHAT’S NEW, CHANGED, OR
CLARIFIED:
 
	· Effective July 1, 2012 Assisted Living Facilities utilizing the 17-level payment system will have their rates reduced by 2% from the July 1, 2011 rates. They will receive a $.39 increase for training added on to the new 2% reduced rate. 

· Effective July 1, 2012 Adult Family Homes utilizing the 17-level payment system will receive a $.63 increase for training and a $.21 increase to cover the cost of the increased license fee from the July 1, 2011 rates. 

All adjustments are being made to the July 1, 2011 rates and not the May 1, 2012 rates.

	ACTION:

Subject:  July 1, 2012 Rate Changes and In-Home Hour Changes



Rate changes for Assisted Living Facilities and Adult Family Homes have been approved effective July 1, 2012. 



We have been asked to process the rate changes where possible.  On Saturday, July 14th, SSPS will process the Assisted Living Facilities and Adult Family Home rate changes on open authorizations by Transaction Generator based on the following criteria:



1. The Assisted Living Facilities/Adult Family Home service code and rate must be the same as the May, 2012 rate.  We will change rates on any “9” service code when the old rate is the same as the May, 2012 rate.                        

2. If the service end date is 6/30/12 or earlier, we will not change the rate.

3. Review the 7/14/12 Transaction Input List for your Reporting Unit for a listing of all authorizations modified by this Transaction Generator.

4. A report of authorizations not modified by the Transaction Generator will be sent to ADSA on July 16th. These authorizations need to be reviewed for manual changes.





Changes to the number of Hours authorized for a specified group of In Home Services have been approved effective July 1, 2012.



We have been asked to process the unit changes where possible. On Saturday, July 14th, SSPS will process the changes to number of Hours authorized by Transaction Generator based on the following criteria:



1. ADSA will send a list of authorizations with old number of Hours and new number of Hours to SSPS on June 11, 2012. The Transaction Generator will modify these authorizations for the new number of Hours as long as the number of Hours has not been changed on the authorization since June 11, 2012.

2. Review the 7/14/12 Transaction Input List for your Reporting Unit for a listing of all authorizations modified by this Transaction Generator.

3. A report of authorizations on the ADSA list that were not modified by the Transaction Generator, will be sent to ADSA on July 16th for review and if necessary, manual correction.
