	With the passage of SHB 2056, licensed Boarding Homes will now be referred to as Assisted Living Facilities.  
Assisted Living Facilities will continue to hold contracts to provide Assisted Living (AL), Enhanced Adult Residential Care (EARC), or Adult Residential Care (ARC) services to ADSA clients.
